REVIEW OF SAFER & STRONGER STRATEGIC GROUP

Review of Q1&2 Monitoring Statements
The Safer & Stronger group were presented with a report detailing the progress against their key actions during the first half of the year.  It was explained to the group that this is a statistical analysis and that the milestones are not weighted.  Overall it was felt that the group were progressing very well and at the midway point most actions were being met. Participatory Budgeting Application
Following recent demonstrations of the Participatory Budgeting Process to the Community Engagement Group and Safer & Stronger Group, the Safer & Stronger group were then given an oral update advising them of the current situation.  The application for the COSLA “The one to Watch” Award has been unsuccessful at this time but a decision is due to be made in mid December on the Match Funding application.

Safer Streets Initiative
The Partnership Development Officer gave an update on the Safer Streets Initiative to the Group.  This initiative is a pilot which will run throughout December and for that period will see the introduction of an extra ambulance which will be based within the Elgin Town Centre, taxi marshals to combat violence, and a nurse who will be based within the Police Office and will also act as a liaison between the Police Personnel and the A&E department of the hospital.  A report detailing the outcomes will be submitted to the next meeting of the Safer & Stronger Strategic Group.
