Moray Green Festival 16 March 2011

The Group received a report advising them of the research and initial work undertaken in preparation for the Moray Green Festival on 16 March 2011.  It was explained to the Group that the aim is to improve on the previous event with more and better exhibits with a change in the layout from the previous seminar.
Sustainable Design Seminar 14 September 2010
A report was submitted to the Group advising them of the proposal to host a Sustainable Design Seminar in September 2010.  The Seminar will take place on 14th September 2010 at the Horizon Centre in Forres; this venue was chosen due to both the design of the building and the quality of lecture theatre facilities available.  The Seminar will also be used as a platform to launch the Using Local Timber – Contributing to Sustainable Construction document produced by Forestry Commission.
Proposed Renewable Heat Audit: Biomass
The Greener group received a report proposing the conduct of an audit of The Moray Council buildings, making recommendations and highlighting a shortlist of buildings most economically viable for adoption of Biomass as a renewable source of heating.  It was agreed that the report should go to the Moray Council’s Policy & Resources Committee for approval before any further work is done.
