REVIEW OF COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT GROUP
18 FEBRUARY 2010
Community Engagement Update
Moray Community Health and Social Care Partnership (MCHSCP) General Manager submitted a report to The Community Engagement Group updating them on the developments regarding community engagement and involvement in health and social care services.  The group were presented with a Public Engagement Action Log for 2009-10 detailing how the MCHSCP engage with the public.  
Better Community Engagement Demonstration Pilot
A report was submitted to the Community Engagement Group updating members on the current development of the Better Community Engagement Demonstration Project.  A background information pack and action plan information pack were appended to the report informing those looking for additional information and also to attract those considering becoming involved in the local pilot projects planned for 2010 (See Conferences/Consultations below for information of a launch event) Ian Todd, Moray Council Community Support Unit Manager explained that the Visioning Outcomes In Community Engagement (VOICE) tool would be used for this project with partners being trained and therefore able to further train their staff on the use of the tool.
Community Council Inaugural Meeting – Outcomes
All 16 Community Councils had an inaugural meeting between October 2009 and January 2010.  At that meeting they were asked to complete a questionnaire about their hopes and aspirations as to what they can do for their community.  The Community Engagement Group received a report detailing the outcomes of these meetings.  Agreement was reached that the Community Support Unit would assist Community Council’s to address any specific areas and that they would improve processes and procedures for the Community Council across partner organisations.

Single Outcome Agreement – Quarter 3 Monitoring Statements

A report detailing an analysis of performance in addressing the national and local outcomes over the third quarter of the 2009/10 SOA will be presented to the Community Planning Board.  This information has now been updated to the end of the third quarter of 2009/10. The monitoring reports are an important aspect to demonstrate to Government that the community planning partnerships have contributed to the delivery against the local and national outcomes.
Local Delivery Action Plans
Local Delivery Action Plans (LDAPs) were developed to support the delivery of the key actions within the SOA.  The LDAPs contain the detailed milestones and resource implications against each of the key actions.  Progress against the milestones informs the quarterly monitoring reports submitted to the partnership.  A report will be submitted to the Community Planning Board explaining that these now need to be updated and giving guidelines on how to carry this out.
Scottish Index of Multiple Deprivation (SIMD)
The Community Planning Board will receive a report and presentation on the SIMD asking them to consider how they respond to the Scottish Index for Multiple Deprivation (SIMD) 2009 and how the key issues and areas identified in the report could be targeted.
