Low Carbon Vehicle Procurement Support Scheme

The Scottish Government will make £3.6 million available to community planning partnerships to provide financial support for the procurement or lease of low carbon vehicles.  The scheme will provide financial support to bridge the cost gap between a conventional vehicle and its low carbon counterpart and may be used to provide support for the installation of publicly accessible charging/fuelling infrastructure.

The study provides an economic impact appraisal of the RAF presence in the Moray region and assesses the impact on the local economy of RAF activity. It also takes into consideration the wider impact on local services and infrastructure.
